Course Description & Outcomes:  Art 8 is a nine week course which provides further study of the elements of art, principles of design, as well as aesthetics.  A strong emphasis will be placed on developing evaluation and interpretation skills.  Students will do an art movement project that involves researching such movements as Surrealism, Impressionism, Expressionism, Abstraction, and Pop Art.  
· Students will work and learn about a variety of art media.
· Students will create both two-dimensional and three-dimensional artwork.

· Through discussions, research, and lectures, students will be exposed to many artists and the history that shaped their work.

· Students will become knowledgeable about artists from history through discussing works of art,

creating their own artwork, as well as participating in class critiques.
· Students will learn about the elements of art and principles of design.

Course Requirements:
· Each student is expected to bring his/her planner, pencil, and eraser to class every day.  I would also

like you to purchase a black ultra-fine and fine point Sharpie brand marker.  It is a good idea to bring colored pencils as well.

· Students will have regular in class assignments and the occasional homework assignment.  All assignments are to be completed and turned in on time.

Classroom Rules:
· Respect the teacher and other students.
· Come to class on time and be prepared.

· Be responsible for your supplies, your choices, and for the mess you create.

· Use all the art room tools safely and appropriately.

· Always try your best and be creative!

· Use your class work time wisely or you will lose your daily points.

Grading:  Each project will be graded on quality, creativity, effectiveness and responsible use of materials and class time, and that the project fulfills the guidelines for that particular assignment.  Final grades will be based on:

Summative Assessment (tests, quizzes, papers, project, presentations, etc.) will be 80% of your grade.  
· You will have the opportunity to re-take summative assessments within five school days of the test/project.  You must reschedule the re-take with me and have all the formative assessments turned in.  The re-take is your final score.

Formative Assessment (notes, study guides, worksheets, etc.) will be 20% of your grade.
Due Date:  You will receive full credit

Deadline:  (Five school days after the due date) = 90% credit

8th Week Credit:  (Before the 8th week of the quarter) = 50% credit
Academic Dishonesty:  Students will have five schools days from the due date of a documented incident of academic dishonesty to complete an alternate assessment.  A grade of zero will be recorded if a student fails to complete an alternate assessment.  Any student with a documented incident of academic dishonesty will be ineligible for the honor roll and will be in violation of the Student Code of Responsibilities.  
Responsibility Grades:  Three responsibility grades will also be recorded at the end of the class.
· Practice- are formative assessments completed on time
· Behavior- attitude, conduct, academic honesty
· Engagement- participation, attendance, preparation, and organization

Greetings from the art room!  Your child has just begun their second official art class here at the Hayfield Schools.  We have many great projects planned for the quarter.  

Most of our projects are done in during class but there might be an occasion where your child might need to complete a project at home.
