Course Description & Outcomes:  This course establishes the foundation for learning design communication.  Students will advance their artistic techniques and creativity through a wide variety of projects including creating layout designs, logos, certificates, commercial packaging, fashion, furniture, posters, computer design illustration, advertisement, and much more.  Students will create a personal portfolio using two dimensional and possibly three dimensional works.    
· Students will appreciate and apply the elements of art and principles of design to their artwork and through art critiques.
· Students will be exposed to various artists, architects, and designers.

· Students will learn terminology for various aspects of graphics and design.  
Course Requirements:
· Each student is expected to bring his/her planner, pencil, and eraser to class every day.  I would also like you to purchase a black ultra-fine and fine point Sharpie brand marker.  It is a good idea to bring colored pencils as well.

· Students will have regular in class assignments and the occasional homework assignment.  All assignments are to be completed and turned in on time.

Classroom Rules:
· Respect the teacher and other students.
· Come to class on time and be prepared.

· Be responsible for your supplies, your choices, and for the mess you create.

· Use all the art room tools safely and appropriately.

· Always try your best and be creative!

· Use your class work time wisely or you will lose your daily points.

Grading:  Each project will be graded on quality, creativity, effectiveness and responsible use of materials and class time, and that the project fulfills the guidelines for that particular assignment.  Final grades will be based on:

Summative Assessment (tests, quizzes, papers, project, presentations, etc.) will be 90% of your grade.

Formative Assessment (notes, study guides, worksheets, etc.) will be 10% of your grade.
Due Date:  You will receive full credit

Deadline:  (Five school days after the due date) = 90% credit

8th Week Credit:  (Before the 8th week of the quarter) = 50% credit
