Course Description, Outcomes, & Requirements:  This class is an advanced course of study for students who already passed the other art classes offered at Hayfield High School.  Students will be expected to write up a plan for their individual area of study to be approved by the instructor.  Therefore, students must be self-motivated, creative, and ambitious.  Students are encouraged to experiment and develop innovative ideas to challenge their artistic abilities in the medium(s) of their choice.  
· The student will be required to participate in at least one art show and put together a portfolio of 8-16 pieces in a variety of media.
· At least three projects will need to be turned in each quarter.  One project at least needs to be turned in at mid-quarter.
· The student will need to do a one-on-one critique with the instructor about their finished artwork.
· The student will need to write at least one paragraph about each of their finished projects.
· Each student should come to class prepared with the necessary mediums they need.
· Students will have regular in class assignments and the occasional homework assignment.  All assignments are to be completed and turned in on time.

Classroom Rules:
· Respect the teacher and other students.
· Come to class on time and be prepared.

· Be responsible for your supplies, your choices, and for the mess you create.

· Use all the art room tools safely and appropriately.

· Always try your best and be creative!

· Use your class work time wisely or you will lose your daily points.

Grading:  Each project will be graded on quality, creativity, effectiveness and responsible use of materials and class time, and that the project fulfills the guidelines for that particular assignment.  Final grades will be based on:  
94-100% = A      87-89% = B+      77-79% = C+      67-69% = D+      59% or below = F

Summative Assessment (tests, quizzes, papers, project, presentations, etc.) will be 90% of your grade.  
· You will have the opportunity to re-take summative assessments within five school days of the test/project.  You must reschedule the re-take with me and have all the formative assessments turned in.  The re-take is your final score.

Formative Assessment (notes, study guides, worksheets, etc.) will be 10% of your grade.
Due Date:  You will receive full credit

Deadline:  (Five school days after the due date) = 90% credit

8th Week Credit:  (Before the 8th week of the quarter) = 50% credit
Academic Dishonesty:  Students will have five schools days from the due date of a documented incident of academic dishonesty to complete an alternate assessment.  A grade of zero will be recorded if a student fails to complete an alternate assessment.  Any student with a documented incident of academic dishonesty will be ineligible for the honor roll and will be in violation of the Student Code of Responsibilities.  
Responsibility Grades:  Three responsibility grades will also be recorded at the end of the class.
· Practice- are formative assessments completed on time
· Behavior- attitude, conduct, academic honesty
